Minutes of the Meeting of the Ph.D. Committee of the West Bengal University of Health Sciences, held on 22nd  April, 2013 at 2PM at the Conference Room of  West Bengal University of Health Sciences under the Chairmanship of Prof. Manoj Ghosh, Pro-Vice Chancellor.

The Pro-Vice Chancellor took the Chair and extended a hearty welcome to all the members present in the Ph.D. Committee Meeting. 

Initiating the discussion, the Chairman stated that the Draft Proposal, Flow Chart, copy of the Minutes of the previous Meeting of Ph. D. Committee have been  given in the Folder. 

He requested all the members to go through the point business arising out of Minutes of the Ph. D. Committee held on 01.04.2013 and say if there are any dissenting views on this otherwise it will be adopted.
Since there were no dissenting views, the minutes of the last Ph.D. Committee meeting held on 01.04.2013 adopted. 

DRAFT REGULATION 
The Chairman drew the attention of the members to page No. 3, 5, 6, 8, 9 and 12 of the Draft Regulation. 
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The members discussed over the proposed amendment placed by the Chairman 

as noted below:  

 In B of Page 3 under the captioned “Eligibility for Ph. D. Supervisors” 

(i) Point 3, the line “Assistant Professors with five (5) years PG teaching experience and working in a post-graduate department may also act as Supervisor” to be omitted. 
(ii) Point 5 of Page 5 is dropped. 
(iii) Page 6 - Application for enrolment in Ph.D. programme will be invited once in a year i.e. in the month of July of the year. 
(iv) Regarding application for Ph.D. programme – predetermined number 10% of the total PG seats/per subject of each discipline. 

(v) Page 8- duration of research work – minimum duration will be 3 years for full time  and for part time it will be 4 years and maximum 5 years for both. The date should be considered from the date of registration. 
(vi) Page 9 – publication of Research should be two in lieu of one

(vii) Page 12 No. 4 to be added. All papers to be acknowledged in the name of WBUHS

(viii) Regarding the part of Registration, the application should be sent to the Registrar. But regarding the change of title and supervisor it would be the Dean to be approached. 

Recommendation as proposed has been unanimously accepted by all. 

Course Work
Regarding Course Work the Pro-Vice Chancellor invited Prof. Giri, the Dean of Dental Sciences to highlight the issue. 

Prof. Giri Stated (i) Bio-informatics and computation (ii) Research Methodology & Communication (iii) Ethics Safety (iv) Demography are to be included in the course work. The above will be common for all registered candidates for First six months of research work. 
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The details of course work and flow chart would be outlined by the University and the Supervisors would be requested to follow the guideline. Evaluation will be done by the University every after six month. 
The Course work will be conducted accordingly by the Supervisor in accordance with the guideline outlined by the University.
Prof. Jana drew the attention to the clause 76 of page 7 of old regulations and in Clause 8 of page 11 in respect of Submission of Thesis, the line “The certificate from the Supervisor(s) should clear state that the thesis submitted is a bonafide record of the research work done by the candidate during the period of study under him/her guidance” be omitted but the remaining part will be in force. 

Prof. Jana proposed for submission of “Conclusion Report of Ph.D. Works” instead of Submission of final Synopsis. 

“All thesis to be submitted with Soft copy in the form of a CD/DVD” this line would be included under Clause 10.
T. Adjudication of Thesis 
Henceforth the term “Adjudicator” will be used in place of Examiner for thesis adjudication.   
In Clause 1, the Adjudicator shall be three (3) subject experts – two internal and one external and sub-clause (a), (b) and (c) would be omitted. 

Clause 2 will be omitted. 

In Clause 3 the Adjudicator shall send the report within one month instead of two months. 

U. Viva-voce Examination 
Clause 3 – Sub-Clause (c) be omitted. 
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Ph. D. Committee
Structure of Ph. D. Committee
A. Other Ex-Officio Members:

Sub-Point (ii) be read as “Director/Principal of any Institution nominated by the Academic Council where Ph. D. programme is going on. 

Sub point (iii) will come under Point B as sub-point 1.
Prof. Nemai Nath pointed out that in Point B sub-point (iv) be read as One Senior Scientist by designation of any research Institute of National level.  

The House adopted the above proposal. 

The House also recommended for initiation of the process of New Registration for Ph.D. candidates from May 2013 for July 2013.

There being no other business to discuss more so the meeting ended with vote of thanks to and from the Chair.
